Mission 

The California Kinship Caregivers Advocacy Network strives to connect connects all kinship families, service providers, community partners, funders and policy makers to improve the well-being of children and youth, in kinship care, especially children and youth of color. 

Objectives

· Develop a statewide kinship advocacy network.

· Reduce the number of children and youth of color entering the child welfare system by supporting kinship families. 

· Improve the outcomes for children and youth exiting the child welfare system into kinship families.

· Facilitate connections between and support for all kinship families; especially those not associate with the child welfare system.

· Advocate, educate and inspire policy makers to actively support safe, stable and permanent kinship families. 

· Identify and integrate effective kinship practices and strategies throughout the state of California.

· Train and support kinship caregivers to be effective leaders and advocates.

Strategies

· Develop the Network’s organizational structure and cultivate leadership

· Educate kinship caregivers on how their role impacts disproportionality.

· Position kinship caregivers to advocate for resources through policy involvement 

· Provide opportunities for elected officials to dialogue with kinship caregivers regarding legislation that would affect relative youth in all levels of out-of-home care. 

· Improve relationships between kinship caregivers and the systems with which they interact. 

· Support efforts for building local Kinship Navigator programs.

· Record and Obtain data in order to develop outcomes that is measurable, relevant, replicable, and achievable.
