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We do not pay tuition. However most schools have provisions to waive the
tuition for our participants.

Childcare is provided for any WTW participant who meets their required work
hours.

WTW does participant testing such as:

Learning Disabilities Screening: This screening tool is routinely done for all
WTW participants at the beginning of the WTW process.

COPES: Career Occupational Preference System
This test provides the worker with a profile of the participant’s interests

CASES: Provides the worker with a benchmark of the participant’s basic
reading and math skills.

CAPS: Not given routinely, provides a career profile of the participant and
helps the worker to determine if the natural skills and abilities of the
participant match the career aspirations of the participant.
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Psychological Exam: In some cases a worker will request this exam to help
the SES develop a plan for the participant.

Other Services that can be Provided/Coordinated include:

Mental Health Services
Drug Treatment (SamWORKS)
Domestic Violence Services (STAND)

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What information does the Benefits Specialist need to know ASAP?

» When a child is removed from the home

» What is the anticipated length of time the child will be out of the home

If there is an open cash case, the worker needs to know when a child is
returned to the home
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Has an absent parent returned to the home

Have one of the parents left the home

Other areas of eligibility that might come to the attention of the CFS worker that
would be pertinent information for the Workforce Services worker include
employment information and drug felony convictions.
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
